Annual audit report con-
ducted March 2009  

For Parkrose Community 
UCC Church  

In examining the Quickbook 
Records and hard copy docu-
mentation that was provided 

for my review, I found no 
alarming discrepancies or ill 
appropriation of funds. With 
that being said, I did find may 
accounting errors that I cor-
rected on the Quickbooks zip 
drive. I documented the 
changes that I made for your 
review. I balanced the ac-
counts that I had sufficient 
records for, but was unable to 
complete the audit on the 
restricted checking account 
#2133. I did not have a com-
plete set of statements in 
which to finish my review. I 
suggest a through review be 
completed.  

Suggestions:  

I strongly recommend that 
the monthly bank statements 
be balanced each and every 
month in a timely fashion. 
You will be able to find and 
correct any errors previously 
made. When each month is 
closed out you will then be 
able to use the various options 
under the reports tab to sup-
ply documentation to your 
monthly financial board.  

It is also recommended that 
checks not be written when 
funds are not sufficient to 
cover them. I found that to be 
the case on many occasions.  

While I understand the finan-
cial position this church is in, 
it might be something to con-
sider hiring a very limited 
position to fill the accounting 
needs of this church. It is 
really quite a job for a volun-
teer to manage.

To make it easier for you 
to recycle big block Sty-
rofoam, simply bring 
your CLEAN and DRY 
blocks of Styrofoam with 
you to Church on Sun-
days.  Put it in the Chris-
tian Ed Building where 
we will collect and tem-
porarily store it.  When 
we have a load, we will 
haul all of it out to Pacific 
Land Clearing Recycling 
(PLC Recycling).  It is 
VERY important that the 
Styrofoam be CLEAN 
and DRY.  PLC does not 
accept wet or dirty Sty-
rofoam.  Nor will they 
accept Styrofoam pea-
nuts, cups, bowls etc.  
They want the big, bulky 
kind only, so that is what 
we want.  Our intention 
is that this will be an on-
going program, but we 
are doing a 3 month trial 
to see how it goes.   

We are also looking into 
recycling old Ni-Cad 
batteries, such as what is 
used in cordless phones, 
cordless drill-drivers and 
hand tools-- basically 
anything that is recharge-
able.  If you have any 
questions about the bat-
teries or Styrofoam recy-
cling, talk to Clayton 
Pugsley or Clay Osburn.  
And as head of the Green 
Team here at PUCC, 
Erica Martin is a fabulous 
source for information 

about recycling in gen-

eral.

W OMENõS FELLOWSHIP 
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UCCõs Health Advo-
cates Call For In-
creased Condom 

Distribution

Highlighting the need for 
churches to be places of 
spiritual and physical well-
ness, UCAN, Inc. (United 
Church of Christ HIV and 
AIDS Network) has issued a 
statement encouraging con-
dom distribution at places 
of worship.  Earlier in the 
week, Pope Benedict XVI 
spoke in Cameroon, Africa, 
saying that condoms were 
not effective at preventing 
the spread of HIV. òYou 
can't resolve [AIDS] with 
the distribution of con-
doms,ó he said aboard his 
plane Tuesday. òOn the 
contrary, it increases the 
problem.ó 

UNAIDS reports that three-
quarters of all AIDS deaths 
worldwide in 2007 were in 
sub-Saharan Africa, where 
some 22 million people are 
infected with HIV.  The 
Rev. Michael Schuene-
meyer, the UCCõs execu-
tive for health and whole-
ness advocacy, urges a more 
scientific and compassionate 
approach to the prevention 
of HIV. òThe availability of 
condoms as part of a com-
prehensive approach to HIV 
prevention sends the right 
message and more impor-
tantly, it saves lives,ó he 
said. òThe message [UCAN 
is sending] is rooted in the 
belief that loving carefully is 
a moral responsibility. The 
practice of safer sex behav-
ior is a matter of life and 
death. People of faith make 
condoms available because 
we have chosen life so that 
we and our children may 
live.ó

tion and Finance for recommendations to the Council. 

The following procedures will be followed: 

The Financial Secretary receives and records the donations and 
gifts designated as memorial gifts for the Church records (and 
individual statements). 

The Financial Secretary provides the names of donors and 
persons being memorialized, or honored to the Memorial 
Committee or Board of Administration and Finance. Ac-
knowledgements are sent to each person. 

The gifts are recorded in the òBook of Living Memories.ó
